
Automatic Time Machine Backup to APFS in Sonoma 14.0
DAS scores backupd-auto

backupd-auto exceeds threshold

CTS runs backupd-auto

backupd-auto triggers backupd-helper
to start the automatic backup

backupd-auto rescheduled

check destination to be used
in case rotating backup stores

start backup
mode “automatic backup”

check mountpoint of backup store

check transfer performance 1 x 50 MB file (up to ~200 MB/s)
500 x 4 KB files (up to ~15 MB/s)

find machine store on backup store

age-based thinning of local snapshots

create local snapshots as stable snapshots
and mount

ready volume store
to receive backup

collect events using FSEvents
(other options available)

mount previous snapshot as reference

build EventDatabase

estimate total number and size of files,
and total time

copy files
writing progress summaries

final summary of copying

finalise completed backup

mark (latest) stable snapshot as reference
unmount backup and snapshots

delete working folder of previous backup
as ‘incomplete’

perform age-based thinning of old backups

backup succeeded
backupd-helper released

and left in background with backupd
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
